Privacy Policy
What This Policy Covers

This Privacy Policy governs the manner in which Harvester Heritage and International Harvester Collectors, Inc. collects, uses, maintains and discloses information collected
from Members/Users (each, a "User") using our websites (“Sites”) and/or subscribing to our publications.

What Information We Collect

We may collect personal identification information from User including, but not limited to name, address, email address, phone number and birth date. For certain classes of
membership we may also collect additional familial information. We collect that information when Users visit our Sites, posts on our Sites, submits an article for publication,
submits a registration form for an event, submits a membership application, direct emails us, has telephone conversations with us or communicates with us in any way either
electronically, verbally orin printed form.
